”Only those who understand Europe have a chance to become a full member of the European Community in the long run”, says Manfred Caspari, the Secretary General of IETI Europa and member of the European People’s Party (EPP) in Brussels.

Learning will not end after school, vocational training or university degree. Learning is an essential means to shape an individual's chances in life and work. Lifelong learning is the keyword for coping with the job market, to finally get a school's or a vocational qualification or just for further training, also in Bosnia-Herzegovina. Good school education and thorough initial training pave the way to the labour market and social integration. However, they are no longer guarantees for permanent individual employability: The changes caused by the transition from an industrial society to a globalised, networked, technological and knowledge-based society have been too fast and too fundamental.

As a result, Lifelong Learning is not only essential to enable people to actively design social and economic structural changes. Lifelong Learning also opens the opportunities for people to safeguard their jobs and for companies to develop the market for their products and services through continuous innovation. Therefore, the continuing professional training which IETI offers Europe, is a “must” for anyone who wants to be successful in the EU now and in future.
